Makesure your cats, dogsand otherdomestic
animals are included in your household/property
bushfire survival plan to help save valuable time
during a possible evacuation. Things to consider
include:

Having pet bedding, food, water, medication,
and important documents like vaccination
records in one spot for easy access.
Ensuring rego/microchip tags are on your pets’
collars (where possible) and make sure their
microchip details are up-to-date (prioritise now).
Clarifying how you’ll gather and transport your
pets during an evacuation. 

For livestock, separate plans are essential.
