PURPOSE 
To authorise the Chief Executive Officer to negotiate with the bank that offers the best loan structure at the best 
loan rate to help finance the recent Ararat Arts Precinct upgrade. 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
Council’s budget for 2017/18 allowed for a loan of $1 million. 
 
At the Council meeting held 17 April 2018 Council resolved to participate in the Local Government Funding Vehicle 
(“LGFV”) bond issuance in June 2018 for an amount of $1 million to help finance the Ararat Arts Precinct Upgrade.  
 
In June 2018 the Municipal Association of Victoria (MAV) advised the timing of borrowings for a number of Councils 
had been deferred. The LGFV board considered it prudent to delay the funding transaction until the first quarter of 
the 2018/19 financial year, as well as changing the loan tenor from 10 years to 8 years.  
 
In June 2018 the MAV suggested using an interim finance facility offered by the Commonwealth Bank if Councils 
required funding before 30 June 2018. As Council received $2.9 million from the Victoria Grants Commission 
before 30 June 2018 the loan was not required. The Commonwealth Bank also required documents to be signed 
and sealed however Council had not resolved to execute any such facility by 30 June 2018. Penalties also applied 
if Council were to repay the Commonwealth Bank’s interim facility and transfer to the LGFV.  
 
As there is uncertainty surrounding the timing of the LGFV, and the repayment structure of the LGFV being interest 
only, it is intended to call for expressions of interest from the banks and secure a “principal & interest” loan. 
 
 
BACKGROUND 
The key benefits of the LGFV for Councils was to provide significant savings, diversification of funding source, low 
cost, transparency and best practice borrowing. The LGFV establishment and the associated competitive tension 
of a new entrant lender resulted in a downward shift in bank market pricing for Councils.  This has had a beneficial 
impact for all Victorian Councils and not just the LGFV participants. It is not known whether the same benefits still 
apply. Some Councils have reverted back to the traditional method of calling for tenders for loans. 
 
Council used the LGFV to borrow $2 million to assist with capital works at the Alexandra Oval Recreation & 
Community Centre. The LGFV bond issue was on a 7 year basis at a fixed interest rate and repayment of interest 
only over the term. At the completion of the 7 years Council can either refinance the loan or pay out the loan. 
Council currently sets aside the principal component in a Loan Repayment Reserve so it can pay out the full $2 
million at the end of the 7 years. 
 
The third issuance that was scheduled for June 2018 was for a tenor of 10 years, interest only at a fixed rate. This 
did not proceed and was expected to be issued in the first quarter of 2018/19. We are now into the third quarter of 
2018/19 and there is no indication if and when funding may be available. 
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KEY CONSIDERATIONS 
 
Alignment to Council Plan Strategic Objectives 
5.1 – Good Governance through leadership. 
 
Budget Implications 
A loan for $1 million was factored into the budget for 2017/18. The loan was not required in 2017/18 as Council 
received an advance payment of $2.9 million from the Victoria Grants Commission. The loan is now required to 
improve Council’s financial position.    
 
Policy/Legal/Statutory  
Section 144 (1) of the Local Government Act provides that “subject to the principles of sound financial 
management, a Council may borrow money to enable the Council to perform the functions and exercise the powers 
conferred on the Council under the Act or any other Act”. 
 
Risk Assessment 
Low. Council is considering reverting back to sourcing funds via a tender process with the major banks.  
 
Stakeholder Consultation and Communication 
As this is an internal / administrative matter there is no need for community consultation 
 
CONCLUSION 
There is uncertainty surrounding the timing of funding under the LGFV.  
 
This report seeks Council’s endorsement to revert back to the traditional bank financing to help pay for the Ararat 
Arts Precinct Upgrade. 
 
RECOMMENDATION 
 
That Council: 
1 Authorise the Chief Executive Officer to negotiate a loan of $1 million repayable by quarterly 

instalments over seven years with the bank that offers the best loan structure at the best loan rate, 
and accept the bank’s offer at the date of take up of the loan. 

2 Authorise the use of the Council Seal to execute the associated Council Loan Agreement; 
3 Authorise the use of the Council Seal to execute the associated Security Deed over the rates of

PURPOSE 
This report requires a decision of Council regarding the expansion of the leased area between Ararat Rural City 
Council (Council) and Grampians YMCA (Trading now as Ballarat & Grampians region YMCA) the Carey Street 
Kindergarten operations.  
 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
The current lease between Council and Grampians YMCA is for approximately 998 square metres being Crown 
Allotment 4 and Part of Crown Allotment 5 Section 96, Parish of Ararat, Township of Ararat, commonly known as 
Carey Street Kindergarten. The lease commenced on 1 July 2012 for a term of 5 years with the options for two 
further terms of five years. 
 
The tenants are requesting an extension to the land area between the kindergarten and the playground for the 
development of a kitchen garden.  
 
 
DISCUSSION 
Grampians YMCA has requested an extension to the leased area, to attach approximately 350 square metres on 
land to the south of the existing leased area, being part of crown allotment 5 Section 96, Parish of Ararat, Township 
of Ararat. 
 
The land is crown land and Council is the Committee of Management for this area. There is a playground on Crown 
Allotment 5 but it is considered the proposed extended area will not have a detrimental effect on the use of the 
playground. 
 
The tenant intends to extend the fence boundary of the existing kindergarten to include an additional parcel with 
the aspiration to design and construct a new garden area.  The garden will be maintained by the kindergarten in 
accordance with the existing lease conditions for the current land area.  
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The existing leased area is shown in the following image: 
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The proposed extension to the existing lease attaches approximately 350 square metres to include a larger part 
of Crown Allotment 5 Section 96 Parish if Ararat, Township of Ararat, and is shown in the following image: 
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The proposed new lease under the Crown Reserves Act, which includes all of Crown Allotment 4 and a greater 
part of Crown Allotment 5 is shown in the following image: 
 

 
 
 
 
KEY CONSIDERATIONS 
 
Alignment to Council Plan Strategic Objectives 
1.4 Participation in diverse sport, creation and leisure activities 
 
Budget Implications 
There will be no additional costs involved for Council to extend the leased area. Council’s Parks & Gardens 
Department will have less area to maintain.  
 
Policy/Legal/Statutory  
The existing lease under the Crown Land (Reserves) Act 1978 will be varied to formalise the occupation of the 
extended area. 
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Risk Assessment 
A preliminary risk assessment has identified no change to the risk profile of the lease agreement,  
 
Stakeholder Consultation and Communication 
Council will provide direct information to surrounding neighbours and invite feedback on the proposed change. 
Council will advertise the proposed extension and call for submissions. Department of Environment, Land, Water 
and Planning will also be consulted. 

 
CONCLUSION 
Grampians YMCA has applied to extend the area of the land it currently leases. If approved, a revised land 
appendix to the lease under the Crown Land (Reserves) Act 1978 for the Carey Street Kindergarten will formalise 
the Kindergarten’s occupancy of this area.

PURPOSE 
The purpose of this report is to enable Council to adopt the proposed amendment to General Local Law 2012, 
section 32 Camping – sub section (1), after completing the legislative requirements for making this Local Law. 
 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
Council’s interest in promoting Green Hill Lake and (other) sites as a temporary (donation only) camping and 
recreation destination has demanded a broad analysis of supporting and conflicting (existing) General Local Law 
in addition to Council’s risk appetite and legal liability. 
 
To that end, it was identified that a refinement of existing General Local Law 2012 was required to support and 
ensure the effectiveness of a new camping permit system for Council nominated camping areas. 
 
A formal submission process has been undertaken by Council and is outlined in the report below. 
  
 
BACKGROUND 
In order for Council officers to enter into a permit enforcement process, existing General Local Law 2012 Section 
32 Camping, sub-section (1), which currently precludes a permit requirement, must be amended. 
 
The purpose and general purport of the Proposed Amendment to the Local Law was to address the conflict 
between proposed permit and existing local law as it pertains to Green Hill Lake, but also to be flexible enough to 
accommodate similar activities currently undertaken at “other” Ararat Rural City Council assets.  The wording of 
the current and proposed section of the Local Laws are as follows: 
 

Existing Wording 
 
General Local Law 32 Camping (1) A person must not, without a permit, camp or live on council land 
or public land in a tent, caravan or any other temporary or makeshift structure unless they are within a 
Caravan Park registered and operated under any State Act or an area determined by Council resolution 
and signposted to be available for camping purposes. 
 
Analysis – The current wording contradicts the intent, first requiring a permit then excluding the 
requirement for one. 
 
Proposed Wording 
 
General Local Law 32 Camping (1) A person must not, without a permit, camp or live on council land, 
public land or camping areas nominated by Council resolution, in a tent, caravan or any other temporary 
or makeshift structure unless they are within a Caravan Park registered and operated under any State 
Act. 
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DISCUSSION 
At the 11 December 2018 Council Meeting, Council authorised the commencement of the statutory process for 
the making of an amendment to the General Local Law 2012, by giving public notice of the proposed amendment 
and inviting submissions under section 223 of the Act. 
 
Public notices were placed in the Government Gazette on 20 December 2018 and Ararat Advertiser on 28 
December 2018 advising of the submission period.  Submission closed on 1 February 2019, with only 1 submission 
received in the timeframe.  A further submission was received on 5 February 2019.  Both submissions are included 
as attachments to this report.  No person has requested to speak to their submission. 
 
 
KEY CONSIDERATIONS 
 
Alignment to Council Plan Strategic Objectives 

1.3  Community Safety - Support the Community in emergency management planning, response, recovery 
and in the prevention and mitigation of risks. 

 
Budget Implications  
The amendment does not commit Council to any additional funding or resources. 
 
Policy/Legal/Statutory  

By adopting the amendment Council complies with best practices and legislative requirements.  

 
A public consultation process has been conducted in line with the statutory process pursuant to sections 119(2) 
and 223 of the Local Government Act 1989. 
 
Risk Assessment 
By adopting the amendment, Council will be able to leverage a liability transfer approach to insulate against the 
conduct of campers and recreational visitors to Council nominated camping areas. 
 
Stakeholder Consultation and Communication 
The amendment is a technical correction to support extensive consultation and collaboration with the Green Hill 
Development Board and (other) similar sites and committees. 
 
The consultation period ran from 20 December 2018 to 1 February 2019. During this time one submission was 
received, with a further submission being received on 5 February 2019 after submission closed. 
 
 
CONCLUSION 
The amendment to the General Local Law will aid the enforcement of breaches to a permit system, it does not 
preclude the establishment of a permit system without such an amendment.   
 
Public notice of the adopted amendment will be placed in the Government Gazette and local newspaper, and a 
copy of the amendment forwarded to the Minister for Local Government.

1 Adopts the amendment to General Local Law 2012;

PURPOSE 
Purpose of this report is to obtain Council approval to seek State Government funding to enable growth 
opportunities within the area identified as the Ararat East Development Zone.  
 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
The Ararat East Development Zone is located on the eastern fringe of Ararat and includes the former Aradale site, 
the operations of Melbourne Polytechnic Training Centre, the industrial / mixed use site located on McLellan Street 
through to Grano Street and areas of land adjacent to Green Hill Lake.  
 
Council is currently working with Regional Development Victoria (RDV) to fund the first stage of a project aimed at 
activating this location. Activation of the Ararat East Development Zone will provide a four-fold outcome: 

1. Enhance access to the Aradale site directly off the Western Highway. This is with the aim of attracting 
medium term investment to further develop this iconic Ararat site.  

2. Open up an alternate and direct access to the mixed use zones in Grano Street and the McLellan Street 
industrial sites. 

3. Provide enhanced access to encourage development of residential land in proximity to Greenhill Lake  
4. Encourage the development of post-secondary education opportunities, including the Melbourne 

Polytechnic 
 
The first stage of this project is focussed on improving access to the Ararat East Development Zone directly via 
the Western Highway through Heath St. This will require construction of a slip lane on the Western Highway to 
accommodate traffic approaching Ararat and improvement works on the level crossing in Heath St to safely 
manage higher traffic volumes. The likely cost of this first tranche of works will be in excess of $750,000. It is 
proposed that this be jointly funded by Council, RDV and potentially VicTrack. 
 
 
BACKGROUND 
The Ararat East Development Zone is a largely unresolved space in an area that provides substantial opportunities 
to increase residential and industrial development, grow the education sector and drive exploration of productive 
uses for the Aradale site. 
   
Within this location Melbourne Polytechnic has established a 30-hectare vineyard, a 250 tonne winery, 4-hectare 
lavender farm and extensive training facilities.   
 
Aradale is a large site that includes 63 buildings, of which a number are protected by heritage overlay.  The opening 
up of the Zone will provide a clear impetus to attract further investment and reinvent the site.  
 
Further opportunity within this area lies in establishing the McLellan Street linkage to Grano Street via Alfred street. 
Currently zoned Industrial 1, the road borders the Aradale Golf Club and leads to a number of existing industrial 
businesses located on Alfred Street as well as vacant industrial lots in the area. The west side of McLellan Street 
is an opportunity to create a further connection of the Western Highway through to Grano Street.

Of significance are residential development opportunities in the vicinity of Green Hill Lake. There is significant land 
zoned Residential 1, which represents an opportunity for much needed high-value residential development to 
support Ararat rural City’s growth.   
 
 
DISCUSSION 
The Ararat East Development zone provides an opportunity for Council to partner with RDV to establish access to 
opportunities in education, tourism, residential and industrial development and importantly he iconic Aradale site 
in the East of Ararat.   
 
The Ararat East Development Zone has planning scheme zoning allocations ranging from Mixed Use Zone (MUZ), 
Residential 1 Zone (R1Z) to Industrial 1 Zone (INZ1). This provides an opportunity for Council to take leadership 
in development of an interesting multi-use zone, capable of attracting significant economic and social benefits to 
the community.    
 
Heath Street connects with McLellan Street East and West leading around the Aradale precinct to Grano Street, 
which presents an opportunity to enhance accessibility and enable growth within the mixed use, residential and 
industrial zones in the area as well as connection to the Western Highway.  
 
The first stage of the Ararat East Development Zone project will be in two parts: 

¶ Widening of the Western Highway at the Heath Street intersection to provide a slip lane for Ararat bound 
traffic; and  

¶ Safety improvements to the level crossing at Heath Street to manage higher traffic volumes.    
 
It is anticipated that the initial stage of development would cost in excess of $750,000 of which is recommended 
that Council contribute $300,000 in the 2019/2020 financial year. The remainder of the investment would be sought 
form RDV and potentially VicTrack as a state government contribution. It is recommended that Council not commit 
to any expenditure without the necessary RDV and/or VicTrack contribution being secured. 
 
 
KEY CONSIDERATIONS 
3.2 Economic growth within the municipality – Support and encourage infrastructure, land use planning, events 
and services that support economic development and lifestyle opportunities.  
 
Budget Implications

PURPOSE 
The purpose of this report is to provide information to Council to allow them to consider and make an informed 
decision on residents’ request to seal Waratah Avenue from Lowe Street to McNeil Street. 
 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
Council has received a petition from residents to seal Waratah Avenue from Lowe Street to McNeill Street.  Council 
has in excess of 70 road segments within the Ararat township which are unsealed. Generally, Council has sealed 
at least one road per year. 
 
 
BACKGROUND 
At the November 2018 Council Meeting, the Chief Executive Officer presented a petition which he had received 
from residents who live in the vicinity of Waratah Avenue, Ararat. Council resolved to receive the petition and the 
petition lay on the table for consideration at the 11 December 2018 Council Meeting. 
 
Council resolved that officers prepare a report on Waratah Avenue, Ararat and present to the February 2019 
Council Meeting for consideration. 
 
The petition identified reasons for sealing including reduction in dust and risk of accidents due to unsafe driving 
behaviours. 
 
 
DISCUSSION 
This petition reflects the interests of residents living adjacent to Waratah Avenue and is in common with other 
requests made to Council to seal various other roads within the township. 
 
Council generally seals one or two gravel roads each year with Selwood Drive and Dean Street being sealed in 
2016-17 and Gossip Avenue being sealed in 2017-18. Streets for which requests for sealing have been received 
include Currajong Avenue, King Street, Rundell Street, Leatherwood Drive, Truscott Street and Crebbins Lane.  
 
It is also common to receive requests to seal laneways and right of ways. 
 
Ararat has some 77 unsealed road segments recorded in Council’s asset management system.  
On the basis of asset management analysis, the receipt of the petition does not warrant the prioritisation of 
Waratah Avenue over other segments on this list. However, information such as this should inform rather than 
determine decision making. 
 
Responding to the Waratah Avenue residents request will clearly bring satisfaction to the affected residents. It is 
important to note that the Acacia Caravan Park faces one side of Waratah Avenue and there are permanent 
caravan park residents effected by noise, dust and road safety issues as well as the other Waratah Avenue 
residents. 
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BUDGET IMPLICATIONS 
The estimated cost of sealing Waratah Avenue is $135,618. This would be managed as an element of Council’s 
2019/2020 Capital Works Program.

To provide Council with a Performance report for the period ended 31 December, 2018 
 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
The financial statements and performance indicators have been prepared for the period ended 31 December 2018. 
 
Based on the information provided by responsible officers and managers Council’s overall financial performance 
is better than budget, with $1.417 million received for Natural Disaster Recovery Assistance and employee cost 
savings as a result of the recent restructure. The Natural Disaster Recovery Assistance was reimbursing 
expenditure incurred as a result of storm damage in September 2016 that could not be recognised as income in 
that financial year. 
 
 
BACKGROUND 
Council must establish and maintain a budgeting and reporting framework that is consistent with the principles of 
sound financial management. 
 
 
DISCUSSION 
Key Financial information: 
 
Income Statement (Attachment 1) 
 
The Income Statement measures how well Council has performed from an operating nature. It reports revenues 
and expenditure from the activities and functions undertaken, with the net effect being a surplus or deficit. Capital 
expenditure is excluded from this statement, as it is reflected in the Balance Sheet. 
 
Attachment 1 shows that Council generated $22.340 million in revenue and $15.143 million in expenses to 31 
December 2018. This has resulted in a surplus of $7.197 million for the six months ended 31 December 2018.  
 
Income  
Rates and charges account for 62% of the total budgeted income for 2018/19. Rates and charges are recognised 
when the rates have been raised, not when the income has been received. An amount of $16.685 million has been 
recognised as income for the six months ended 31 December 2018. 
 
User fees account for 6% of the total budgeted income for 2018/19 and $0.671 million has been received to 31 
December 2018. The majority of this relates to home care services, parking fees, transfer station fees and venue 
hire fees. Council is no longer invoicing Northern Grampians Shire Council for waste disposal fees so there will be 
$0.320 million less in user fees income and $0.320 million less in materials and services expenditure. 
 
Recurrent Operating Grants total $2.306 million to 31 December 2018, including $0.937 million from the Victorian 
Grants Commission for general purpose grants and $0.556 million for the local roads grants. 
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Non-recurrent Operating Grants – Council has been successful in obtaining several grants that had not been 
budgeted for, including the Full House Pilot Program funding of $0.030 million, VicRoads Towards Safer Speeds 
funding of $0.025 million, Anti-graffiti Education funding of $0.018 million, and Ararat in Transition Planning funding 
of $0.035 million. Council has received Natural Disaster Relief funding of $1.417 million to offset most of the 
expenditure that was incurred as result of storm damage in September 2016. 
 
Non-recurrent Capital Grants – Council has been successful in obtaining several grants that had not been 
budgeted for, including Fixing Country Roads funding for Back Bolac Road of $0.250 million, and Ararat Active 
Link Safety Lighting funding of $0.162 million. 

 
Expenses 
Employee Costs account for approximately 40% of the total budgeted expenditure for 2018/19. For the six months 
ended 31 December 2018 Council has incurred $6.126 million in employee costs, which was $0.167 million less 
than budget. Savings have mostly resulted from recent organisation restructuring, as well as delays in replacing 
some staff members and other vacancies that have not been filled. 
 
Materials and Services account for approximately 30% of the total budgeted expenditure for 2018/19. For the six 
months ended 31 December 2018, Council has incurred $4.685 million in materials and services costs. There are 
a number of projects, including those carried forward from 2017/18 that are expected to be completed before the 
end of the financial year. 
  
Balance Sheet (Attachment 2) 
The Balance Sheet is one of the main financial statements and reports Council’s assets, liabilities and equity at a 
given date, in this case 31 December 2018. Comparative figures have been provided as at 30 June 2018. 
 
Council’s current assets have increased by $5.199 million from $18.429 million as at 30 June 2018 to $23.628 
million as at 31 December 2018. Cash and cash equivalents have decreased by $5.405 million from $15.705 
million to $10.300 million and trade and other receivables have increased $10.576 million from $2.595 million as 
at 30 June 2018 to $13.171 million as at 31 December 2018. 
 
These movements are to be expected because Council raises its rates & charges in the first quarter of the year 
and Council has already received the first quarterly instalment due on 30 September 2018, and second instalment 
due on 30 November 2018. 
 
Total liabilities have decreased from $6.238 million in 2017/18 to $5.478 million in 2018/19, with $0.808 million 
less in trade liabilities and other payables. 
 
Statement of Cash Flows (Attachment 3) 
The Statement of Cash Flows shows how changes in the Statement of Financial Position and Income Statement 
affect Cash and Cash Equivalents, and breaks down the analysis to operating activities, investing activities and 
financing activities. 
 
The Cash and Cash Equivalents at the beginning of the financial year of $15.705 million have decreased by $5.405 
million to $10.300 million as at 31 December 2018. 
 
Net cash provided used in operating activities was $0.028 million and $5.310 million was used in investing 
activities. 
 
Investing activities includes payments for property, plant and equipment, and infrastructure totalling $5.438 million. 
This included capital building works and capital road works. 
 
Based on the information provided by responsible officers and managers the forecast year end result for cash and 
cash equivalents are better than budget. There are extra Non-recurrent capital grants of $3.73 million, extra $1.417 
million for reimbursement of the Storm Damage in 2016 plus several smaller grants and salary savings.  
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Financial Performance Indicators (Attachment 4)

indicators at the end of each financial year.

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Capital Works (Attachment 5) 
A Capital Works Statement has been included as Attachment 5. This statement details the capital works included 
in the budget and provides an update on the various capital works areas. 
 
The total budget including carry forward funding from 2017/18 is $10.68 million. The full year forecast of $13.729 
million includes $1.63 million for the Ararat on the move - Alexandra Oval & Gardens Redevelopment and the 
completion of the Ararat Arts Precinct upgrade. 
 
There will be a $1.48 million grant to go towards the Alexandra Oval & Gardens Redevelopment project. Additional 
funding for roadworks is also anticipated to fund Back Bolac Road. Reserve funds will be used to pay for Ararat 
Arts Precinct as well as the Alexandra Oval & Gardens Redevelopment project.  
 
 
KEY CONSIDERATIONS

Budget Implications 
Council’s financial performance is better than expected, due largely to the reimbursement of Storm Damage 
reinstatement and salary savings as a result of the recent restructure. Council’s cash position was expected to 
reduce in the first two quarters to pay for the outstanding accounts at 30 June 2018 and the capital works program. 
Lump sum payment of rates are due on 15 February 2019.

Section 137 of the Local Government Act 1989 states a Council must establish and maintain a budgeting and 
reporting framework that is consistent with the principles of sound financial management.  
 
Section 138 of the Local Government Act 1989 states at least every 3 months, the Chief Executive Officer must 
ensure that a statement comparing the budgeted revenue and expenditure for the financial year with the actual 
revenue and expenditure to date is presented to the Council at a meeting which is open to the public.

PURPOSE 
This report is to provide an overview of the Alexandra Oval Reserve, Gardens and Skate Park Precincts project 
update.   
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
In 2009, a master planning process was undertaken to plan for future developments of the Alexandra Oval Reserve 
precinct.  The plan included concepts for a range of new facilities, some of which have already been realised 
including the new Community Centre and Fiscalini Pavilion.  The next stage of development is part of Ararat on 
the Move and Active Link projects which includes new netball courts and upgrade of the Olver Stand, new events 
spaces, safety lighting throughout the gardens and across to the Skate Park and Stage 2 of the Skate Park Ararat 
Active Link project.  
 
These projects are being managed simultaneously as one project.  Council has received $1,481,300 in funding 
from the State Government to undertake these projects with Council making a financial contribution from rates of 
$781,000 towards these upgrades.  The total cost of the four projects is $2,262,300 
 
A project control group lead by the Chief Executive Officer has been established to manage the projects within 
budget and within the allocated timeframe, An Engagement and Communication Plan will be rolled out and as part 
of this process there will be further Community consultation commencing with a high interest stakeholder workshop 
to be held on 25 February 2019.   
 
 
DISCUSSION 
Ararat Rural City Council is undertaking further redevelopment activities within the Alexandra Oval Precinct.  
Officers are seeking to work together with the community to share knowledge and make the process as 
transparent as possible.  
 
Council has received $1,481,300 in funding from the State Government to undertake these projects. $750,000 
from Sport and Recreation Victoria, $500,000 from Regional Development Victoria, $231,300 from the 
Department of Justice. Council is making a financial contribution from rates of $781,000 towards these 
upgrades.  
 
Project Benefits include; 

¶ Reduction of criminal and anti-social activity and increase community safety through better lighting 

¶ Increased female participation in sport through higher quality facilities and better access to family 

friendly facilities 

¶ Increased programing opportunities through provision of upgraded gym & multipurpose space 

¶ Increased use of the precinct and attraction of additional events 

¶ Increased participation and safety at the Skate Park precinct with an extended offering of activities for a 

range of ages. 

¶ Increased opportunity to attract 3 on 3 outdoor basketball events 

¶ Safer access pathways connecting our recreational precinct 

¶ Bouldering wall providing a new extreme sport activity  
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¶ Better spectator experience 

 
There are a number of items still negotiable during this draft stage of design.  These include; 

¶ The type, style and location of lights within the gardens and skate park 

¶ Court surfaces on the basketball and netball courts 

¶ The design of the bouldering wall 

¶ The layout of the Olver stand amenities and improved spaces.

¶ Installation of lighting in Alexandra Gardens and Ararat Skate Park to reduce criminal and anti-social

current courts. 

¶ The location of the courts is fixed

CONCLUSION 
This project will see a long term master plan and aspiration of the community come to fruition through a range of 
projects within Ararat Rural City Council’s municipal level recreation spaces.
