EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
The petition was presented and received at the July 2020 Council Meeting and lay on the table until being
presented for consideration at the August 2020 Council Meeting.

Residents of Dean Street submitted a petition to Council expressing concerns about the condition of the road
surface in the unsealed section, associated drainage and the prevalence of "hoon” driving behaviour in the area.

Council Officers have inspected the section of Dean Street in question and found that the unsealed road surface
is overall sound, but the drainage was minimal at best.

The best solution to the road and drainage problems identified by the residents would be to seal the road and
install kerb and channel along with the associated side entry pits and underground pipework. This will not
eliminate the hoon driving and may in fact encourage an increase in vehicle speed. This is however largely a
police matter.

DISCUSSION

There is no viable storm water system present in Dean street therefore maintenance will have little or no impact
on improving the current situation. The current drainage situation can only be improved through significant
infrastructure works.

There are two options that may provide some relief to the Dean Street road and drainage issues:

Option One: The road remains unsealed and open table drains installed to improve drainage. At best this
represents a partially effective ‘work around’. open drains increase maintenance costs and are certain to create
silting issues with established drainage to south of the Dean street area.

Option Two: The unsealed section of the road is sealed and kerb and channel, and associated pipework installed.
This will improve the overall amenity of the street and have the least impact on downstream drainage systems.
The estimated cost to seal the road and install kerb and channel would be in the order of $220,000. This would
need to be considered in the 2021/2022 Capital Works Plan.

There have been several similar petitions received by Council in the last eighteen months. Ararat Rural City has
a considerable unsealed urban road network, elements of which will no doubt be the subject of similar petitions
and requests over the next few years. There is a clear need for Council to implement a strategic approach to
explore suitable treatments for the unsealed urban road network. This would ensure an equitable approach to
managing this infrastructure class and provide some certainty to residents as the strategy is rolled out.
